Glen Faba

Glen Faba is an area of open water, grassland and reedbed which is a 
very important wildlife site in the Lee Valley. The lake is also a season 
permit angling venue which is managed to enhance the environment and 
habitat for the wildlife who lived here. The surrounding areas of the lake are 
environmentally grazed by cattle to ensure minimal man-made disturbance 
for wildlife. One of the most important features is an island which is home 
to one of the few heron colonies in the Lee Valley. 

Adopting this site will support the management of the lake and the 
biodiversity of the site.
